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1. Introduction 
Here are the formatting guidelines for the ADME senior project proposal and final report. Please, be strict to this format. Note that ALL the document should be typed in Arial font. We ask the authors to follow this guideline and make paper look exactly like as this document. The easiest way to do this is simply to use this template and replace the content with those of your manuscript. 
All material on all pages should fit within an area of A4 (21 x 29.7 cm), 1.35 cm from the top of the page and ending with 1.35 cm from the bottom. The inside and the outside margins should be 5.15 cm. and 1.35 cm. respectively.
This section provides details for typesetting your manuscript according to the formatting guidelines set for ENGINEERING JOURNAL. Please use a 10 points Arial Regular for the typesetting of your whole document.

Note that, in ALL Sections or Subsection, there will be no indentation in every paragraph. Each paragraph should be with 10 points of white space both before and below the end of it.
For your ADME senior project proposal, this is the part where you introduce your project, state your motivation, problem(s) you want to solve, and what you want to achieve or the project outcome. You should give the readers some basic ideas and background about the problem you are interested in so that the readers understand it before going to a more detailed and specific problem. You can tell the readers the significance of the problems and how can your project contribute to the field [< 1 page].
2. Background
Background [1-2 pages]. Tell the readers what background knowledge/theories are required to solve this problem. Do cite references.
3. Literature Review
In this part, you will identify relevant related work and cite references as much as you can. Tell the readers what and how other researchers have solved and what is left for you to be done. Also tell the readers how your work is relevant to the previous ones or how you are going to use/apply their results in your work.
4. Objective
[<1 page]. You should state specific objective of the project, the, and measurable goal or benchmark (compare your work with previous work). If applicable, state how you are going to proof your result. This is not the objective of your “senior project” (like you will learn how to work on a senior project). Rather, it is the objective of your project. 

5. Methodology
[1-n pages]. This is perhaps the hardest part. In this section, you will describe how you plan to solve your problem. State the methodology/algorithm/procedure/experiment/process that you will use to solve the problem.

6. Scope of the project
[<1 page]. Here, you list the scope it covers and perhaps its limitation.  Remember that your committee will use this part to measure and evaluate your work from the beginning to the end of the project to see if you deliver what you promise to do. So, be specific again.
7. Plan and Schedule
 [1 page]. In this section, you list the steps of your work from the beginning to the end to let the reader understands how you plan your work among each of the team members. You can do it with Gantt chart to show schedule of the work breakdown.

8. Expected Outcome 
[<1 page]. You finish your proposal by stating expected outcome of the project or basically what the reader will see once you complete your project.

9. More on Formatting

Title, Authors, Advisors
The title is in capital letter and is 26-points-bold for the 1st letter and 20pt.-bold for the rest. Author’s full names (14 points-bold) and id, email, phone (12 points-regular). Advisor (and co-advisor)’s names are 12 points-regular.
Mathematics

Math typesetting can be done by Equation Editor, or by any other system that produce clear math types (Arial regular 10pt.). Symbols and shorter expression can be placed within the text, e.g. 
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.  More complex expression should be placed in a center of new line in display style:

All equations should be numbered, right justified.  They should be referred just like figures and tables, e.g. Eq. (1). Unless it is absolutely necessary, equation numbers should not have part to them, e.g. instead of using Eq. 1(a). and Eq. 1(b)., please number them as Eq. (1) and Eq. (2). 
Other Pages

Other pages start at the top of the page (top margin 1.35 cm.) and continue in one column format. 
In tables, pictures, images or captures, use 10pt. Arial regular to describe. Each figure (group) must include a caption set in 8-points Arial regular. The caption is to be left or right depends on odd or even page. Figure numbering and referencing should be done sequentially, e.g. Figure. 1, Figure. 2, Table 1., Table 2., etc. for single figure and Figure 1(a)., Figure 1(b)., etc., for figures with multiple parts. 

Page Numbering / Header and Footer

Use format shown in this template for footer and page number. State your project name. Do not use other header or footer. Note that pages are mirrored, expecting students to print the documents on both sides of the papers.
Figures/Capturing

Place Tables/Figures/Images in text as close to the reference as possible. (see figure 1). The table, figure or image has to put in the area which is width 14.5 cm., filled with 70% black color. You should leave 2 mm. from margin. In a side box (width 3.8 cm., filled with 15% Black), a short caption could be in the bottom. 
In tables, pictures, images or captures, use 10pt. Arial regular to describe. Each figure (group) must include a caption set in 8-points Arial regular. The caption is to be left or right depends on odd or even page. Figure numbering and referencing should be done sequentially, e.g. Figure. 1, Figure. 2, Table 1., Table 2., etc. for single figure and Figure 1(a)., Figure 1(b)., etc., for figures with multiple parts. 
Sections

The heading of a section should be in Arial 16pt. bold in flush left. Sections and subsequent sub-sections should be numbered and flush left in the same manner. For sections and subsequent sub-sections, number with Arabic numbers, such as 9. followed by 9.1. Use 12pt. of white space above and below them.
Subsections

The heading of subsection should be in Arial 12pt. bold with only the initial letters capitalized. 
Subsubsections and subsubsubsections
The heading of subsection should be in Arial 12pt. bold with only the initial letters capitalized.
REFERENCES

1 Start on new page, leave all margins with 1.35 cm.

2 Use Arial 16pt. bold for title, and Arial 8pt. regular for references.

3 Use IEEE format, see also IEEE Information for Author,
